Police presence 
making progress 
on crime
Fall in crime good news 
for the neighbourhood
Lambeth Police reported progress to the South Bank 
Forum in reducing the incidence of some of the most 
common crimes committed in the neighbourhood.

Recent successes include a 25% fall in robbery, 

whilst drug offences have fallen by a third. Violence 

against the person has also been reduced, together 

with pickpocketing, and theft and handling offences 

have fallen by 7%.

Acting Borough Commander, Alistair Sutherland, 

praised the close collaboration between constables, 

community support officers and the recently 

established South Bank Patrol team, which with 

their combined resources are providing an increased 

presence in the neighbourhood to deter crime and 

reassure local people. Together with the resources 

for Bishop’s Ward, the South Bank neighbourhood 

now also has its own police team and there is also a 

police constable based at St Thomas’ Hospital.

Alistair Sutherland also updated residents on the 

issue of alcohol-related crime and outlined some 

of the measures that have been agreed between 

the Bishop’s Ward Safer Neighbourhoods Team 

and Lambeth Council.  In particular, a dispersal 

order has been in force in the neighbourhood since 

January, for a period of six months, to tackle street 

drinking and anti-social behaviour.  It is hoped that 

this will tackle the recent rise in alcohol-related 

crime.  Licensing applications will also now, as a 

matter of course, be reviewed by a Chief Inspector.

Topolski reopens 
for 21st century

Topolski Century, the epic painting which 
tells the story of the 20th century, is 
welcoming local residents after a £3 million 
restoration project.

The gallery is an artist’s visual record of the 

20th century and was given to the nation in 1984 

and opened by HRH the Duke of Edinburgh. 

The restoration project was needed because 

of a number of problems with the gallery, 

including poor lighting, limited disabled access 

and facilities, vandalism to paintings, limited 

opening hours and damp conditions.

However, some £3 million of financial support 

has enabled the restoration and reinterpretation 

of the paintings, an extension to be built with a 

kitchen, disabled facilities, storage and offices, 

together with a new team to run the facilities.

Entry to the Topolski Century is free to all 

residents with an SE1 postcode and who bring 

with them proof of address.

Going forward, the project still needs 

to raise funds to enable an interactive 

education programme to be developed and 

lots of volunteers are also needed. The 

project aims to build contacts with schools, 

colleges, community groups and other art 

organisations. With sufficient funding this 

will enable a Drawing Club for teenagers and 

adults to be established. The Topolski Century 

will also be developing a university students 

work placement programme, an outreach 

programme in Guy’s and St Thomas’ Hospital 

and an outreach programme for Polish youth.  

The Studio space is also going to be developed 

into an education space for all.

Looking ahead to the rest of 2009, there 

will be a monthly exhibition programme and 

themed tours. The opening theme celebrated 

the inauguration of President Barack Obama, 

and also looked at 1960’s America and the Civil 

Rights movement; and future exhibitions include 

the 70th anniversary of the outbreak of World 

War II and 40th anniversaries of Woodstock 

and the Moon landings. For more information:
